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Background

Human Trafficking is a problem that has plagued humanity from its existence.  From the indentured servants of the Middle -Ages to the enslavement of Africans, there are numerous dark examples of human trafficking throughout the course of history.

It is a common misconception that slavery and forced servitude are mere memories of the past. Unfortunately, these heinous crimes are committed on a daily basis abroad and in the United States.  Sadly, some members of the Armed Forces, family members, DoD civilians, contractors and subcontractors participate in activities that directly and indirectly have an impact on endorsing human trafficking. 
National Security Presidential Directive (NSPD-22) states: "Departments and agencies shall ensure that all of the appropriate offices within their jurisdiction are fully trained to carry out their specific responsibilities to combat trafficking".
In response to the NSPD-22, the DoD dedicated itself to aid in the fight against human trafficking through the creation of the Combating Trafficking in Persons (CTIP) program and CTIP Taskforce.

What is the DoD CTIP Program?

The Department of Defense Combating Trafficking in Persons (CTIP) program is a program focused on the eradication of TIP within the Department of Defense structure domestically and overseas.

To that end, the program tracks Trafficking in Persons (TIP) awareness training (available at http://ctip.defense.gov/Training), which is mandatory for all DoD military members and civilian employees.

DoD CTIP is governed by the Trafficking Victim Protection Act and the Department of Defense Instructions.




What are the Tasks of the DoD CTIP Program?

[bookmark: _GoBack]DoD CTIP works closely with other offices within the Office of the Secretary of Defense to ensure that DoD policies are properly implemented and integrated.  DoD CTIP accomplishes this through mandatory Trafficking in Persons trainings, workshops and instruction.

DoD CTIP also monitors contracts to enforce TIP regulatory compliance as a preventative measure, so that TIP abuses do not occur.

Why is the DoD CTIP Important?

The Department of Defense is concerned with human trafficking not only because it is immoral but also because TIP is dangerous to our troops.  The job of the Department of Defense is to protect the security of our country. CTIP serves as an essential line of defense in protecting the United States from the threat of human trafficking.
