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IN THE NEWS: Nine Additional Senior-Level Navy
Officers Indicted in “Fat Leonard” Scandal

On March 14, 2017, the Department of Justice indicted nine additional senior-level Navy officers, including a
U.S. Navy Rear Admiral, for allegedly accepting bribes in the form of prostitutes, money, and other gifts from
a foreign defense contractor in exchange for classified information. The investigation has led to a total of 25
arrests and 13 convictions.

The Naval Criminal Investigative Service, Defense Criminal Investigative Service, and the Defense Contract
Audit Agency continue to investigate.

National Defense Authorization Act FY2017 Impacts CTIP

National Defense Authorization Act FY 2017, enacted December 23, 2016, contains two
provisions that relate to the CTIP program. These provisions are outlined below:

e Section 1298 (a)(1) requires the Secretary of Defense to provide a briefing to Con-
